· Parks and recreation facilities, Community Center, soccer fields, softball/baseball fields.
· Addition of an officer and a vehicle.

Committee member Marquez asked if we are approving both budgets today.  City Employee Waters stated yes, budgets will be approved today but can be adjusted as we realize the tax amount coming in and priority shifts throughout the years.
